Join us to let them 
know that they are not alone, to show that somebody 
cares and to remind them of the true spirit of Christmas.

Saturday is our traditional Packing Day with gift 
wrapping, food sorting & packing and preparing the 
baskets ready for delivery. We welcome children to our 
packing weekend and want to make sure that they also 
get to experience the joy of giving back at Christmas. If 
you are bringing a minor they MUST hold a valid ticket in 
their own name. To purchase a ticket for a minor please 
ensure that you complete the First Name section of 
the ticket to include your name as guardian/parent for 
(e.g. John Smith as parent/guardian for Jayne) and then 
complete the child’s last name in the last name field.

This year, community members have the option to 
collect presents and food hampers for families in the 
outer Northern Brisbane regions.

Important: If you wish to participate in delivering 
hampers on Sunday, please ensure that on checkout you 
select “YES” to the Saturday Basket Delivery question.

Please note that you may be assigned to suburbs within 
the outer Northern Brisbane area, and deliveries may 
not be available in your preferred suburb. However, 
we are offering this option to help reduce the need for 
volunteers to return to our dispatch points on Sunday.

To join our Saturday Community Wrapping and Packing Day please sign up for your free ticket 
via the newsletter. Remember to select the Delivery option (for the driver only) if you also wish 
to collect items at the end of your shift for delivery on Sunday 14 December.
